- The Higher Education System proposed Degree with 4 years. Certificate will be given 

with 1 year completion. Diploma Certificate will be given with completion of 2 years. 

Degree Certificate will be given with completion of   3 years. Post Graduation will be 

given Certificate with completion of 4 years. NEP 2020 with 4 years degree students can 

directly join in Ph.D programme. M.Phil course was abolished. New system of Academic 

Bank Credit was introduced. 
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Day-4 :  Continuous Internal Assessment (CIA) 
As a part of 21 day Induction Programme for first year students   Dr. M. Revathi, Lecturer 

in English, created awareness on the standard procedure of Continuous Internal 

Assessment given by the CCE on 8th November 2022 from 3-00 PM to 5-00M.

Smt. K. Savithri, Lecturer in History and team discovered a Buddhist Stupa, a Cave, some 

Inscriptions, and some Ancient Sculpture Treasures on 13th to 15th November 2022.   

 Inscriptions were discovered in the village of Bogolu, one in agricultural land and 

another in the Shiva temple:: 

In the agricultural field of Bogolu village, Ardhaveedu mandal, Prakasam district, I 

discovered a new Inscription. This inscription was sent to K. Muniratnam Reddy, 

director of the Central Archaeological Department in Mysore, who studied and 

analyzed it. Also uncovered an additional inscription on the pillarof the Shiva temple in 

the same Bogolu village. This inscription by the Central Archaeology Department.  

 On Bhairava Hill, a Buddhist stupa, a cave, some inscriptions, and some sculptural 

masterpieces were discovered: 

At a distance of 8 km from Bogolu, after crossing 3 mountains in a row, there is Bhairava 

Munishwara temple on top of the 4th mountain. This temple is situated on the highest 

mountain in Nallamala forest. The name of this hill is Bhairava Konda or Bhairava 

Munishwara Kshetra. This hill is named Bhairava Konda (Mountain) due to the fact that 

a monk named Bhairava did penance here. After reaching the top of this mountain 

there are three temples. Those are 1. Siva temple 2.Ammavari temple 3. Bhairava muni 

temple.
